13.46%. Over the FY to April the Fund has returned $561 million in excess of 

the passive Reference Portfolio. As at 30 April 2018 the Fund was worth

The left-hand analysis breaks down the Fund as a whole by economic exposure, again, excluding 

hedging instruments, as well as cash; collateral held to back derivative positions; and market neutral 

investments (e.g. arbitrage trades or hedge funds).

The right-hand analysis breaks down ‘investments’, as categorised in the statutory accounts, by their 

value, excluding foreign exchange hedging instruments such as FX contracts and cross currency 

swaps, plus investments in rural and forest land.
